· Thorough risk assessment
· Equal treatment

· Privacy and dignity

All members are required to observe codes of practice and conduct. Wakefield Harriers & AC ensures those persons have given that informed consent with parental responsibility before any child engages in athletics for our club. Club officers and volunteers will always act responsibly and set an example to younger members

Coaches need to consider athletes rest, sleep and recuperation i.e. not over training or over competing especially with younger athletes. They need to be aware of shelter and warmth, making sure athletes do not get too cold or wet in winter conditions. Coaches will promote positive aspects of the sport (e.g. fair play) and never condone rule violations or the use of prohibited or age-inappropriate substances.
